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Hospital meals accommodating to Islamic dietary law at Kanazawa University Hospital

At Kanazawa University Hospital, halal-certified products (foods that are certified to be
processed and prepared according to Islamic law) are not used. There are no dedicated
kitchens or dining areas specifically for Muslim patients, and cooking utensils and
tableware are shared with other meals. It is possible to stop the provision of pork, pork-
derived products, seasonings, alcoholic beverages, mirin, vinegar, soy sauce, miso, and

their processed products.
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
